Art.29 of New Waste Framework Directive’ – Member States shall 
determine appropriate qualitative and quantitative benchmarks  
for waste prevention measures adopted in order to monitor & 
assess progress... 
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Definition “Bio-waste”  

is “bio-degradable waste” 
from gardens and parks, 
food- and kitchen waste from 
households, restaurants, 
caterers and retailers and 
similar waste from processing 
industry”.
